ou may have
seen both John
and myself
“up ladders”
recently. We have
completely painted the
exterior of the harbour
office and affixed new
signs. You would be
surprised how many
visitors arriving from sea
fail to stop as they did not
realise this building housed
the harbour office!!.
Talking of signs a new one
has been ordered for the
east pier that will welcome
people to Rye Harbour.
This should be ready in a
couple of weeks. The
refurbishment of the
pier-head structures is now
complete. All scaffolding
should have been removed
by the time this edition of
the newsletter has been
printed. The final costs for
this work is in the region of
£40k.
We attended during the
month the “Rye In Bloom”
day with the harbour
launch “Rother III”. She
was dressed overall and
added to the theme of
“Attractive Rye”. Those of
you who attended may
have sampled the virgin
olive oil fried sole fillets in
aroll. Out of this world.
A new, larger waste oil
tank together with a

housing for waste oil
containers has been placed
at the fish market

moorings. It is available,
free of charge, to boats
owners who change their
oil. Unfortunately it is not
available for others who
produce waste oil such as
garages who must dispose
of their oil by other
commercial means. Both
harbour craft have been
“Dry Docked” on the
concrete concourse
adjacent the harbour office
and cleaned of marine
growth. Anti fouling paint
containing poisonous
TBT’s is no longer
permitted to be applied. 1
think we have all noticed
that modern,
environmentally friendly
paint actually seems to
attract marine growth that
dramatically slows down
the performance of boats
and increasing the fuel
costs. Australian pilots
have found a new type of
anti fouling that involves
ordinary cheap paint to
which has been added a
bag full of “Chilli”

powder. We are going to
trial this method and
report on its success or
otherwise. The

2 “Keewadyn”, trawler built

in Rye at the turn of the
century did not actually
come to Rye. This vessel
was on passage o take part
in the “D Day” anniversary
celebrations at Ramsgate.
Timings were such that
days in Rye could not
happen.
