ork has
begun on
the
strengthen-
ing of the river bank just
below the Monkbretton
road bridge. This area,
comprising a sharp bend,
has been subjected to
strong river flows and
surge spring tides washing
away at the base. Repairs
comprise bundles of hazel
twigs bound together and
secured with chestnut
stakes. This should shore
up the bank for some fifty
years to come.
The police helicopter has
been active over the village
in recent weeks looking for
lost children (and one
adult!) landing in
Frenchman's Beach
caravan park. It usually
travels the length of the
tidal Rother before looking
elsewhere. Some of you
may have seen that very
large catamaran "Out of
Africa". it stayed on the
Admiralty Jetty for two
days. We valued it at over
a quarter of a million
pounds so I was surprised
that it tried to enter the
Strand Quay despite being
informed that it was too
big. We were able to
#capture it on the CCTV
screen perilously perched
on the banks either side of
the narrow channel after

becoming struck on the out
going tide. No damage
though. Whilst on the top-
ic of going aground we use
the harbour craft to pull off
numerous leisure craft that
"miss" the channel and end
up in the fields. I'm sure
we have enough naviga-
tional aids! More vessels
are arriving at Rye Wharf.
Some 1900 tons of grain
have been exported to Bel-
fast for milling. The Rus-
sian vessel "Ladoga 19"
loaded the cargo over a 24
hour period without any
delays. Two further ships
arrived from Amsterdam
with one ton bags of Tal-
cum powder on board.
This similarly was dis-
charged without any diffi-
culties. Finally, the DEN-
EB arrived from South
America with a cargo of
timber for the
Environment Agency to be
used on the Pett Level
Flood Defence Scheme.
Some 1400 tons of sawn
timber in varying sizes was
discharged and stored on
site for use next year.
With the recent very hot
humid weather I did

something I rarely do, I
went swimming in the sea.
After work a number of us
took to a small rubber
boat and drifted in the
area of the Fairway buoy.
We stayed at sea for over
three hours. The sunshine
also brings out filming
crews. We have already
had the "Coastal Ways"
team. Now it was the turn
of the "Inside Out" crowd
under the control of Paul
Ross (Brother to Jonathon).
They have filmed all over
Rye completing their
schedule at the harbour
office. I am never really
informed as to when these
shows are to be broadcast
but not until next year in
any event. At long last the
rusting lights on the
staging adjacent the
lifeboat station are being
renewed. These units have
served well for some ten
years but are now showing
signs of serious rusting.
They also are not very
reliable. Robin Paine of the
harbour road is fitting more
modern, brighter units.

The fishing vessel "My
Jane" has been on the
slipway for some time
now. The craft hit an
under water obstruction
resulting in a bent shaft
and misalignment of the
three bladed propeller.
