hristmas has

now gone and

we begin to

prepare for the
summer season. Repairs to
ladders and walkways are
underway with various
beacons painted or lights
renewed. Work is well
advanced to have the pier
head beacons painted. The
east pier structure will be
de-scaled and completely
painted green from top to
bottom. The tripod beacon,
replaced in 1982 following
demolition by the German
ship “Jane”, is to be
pressure washed and
likewise painted in red.
John, the Deputy H.M. is
busy working up a plan for
CCTV at the Strand Quay
and the harbour office area.
Residents will sympathise
with boat owners and those
who have experienced
damage, theft and
vandalism over the last few
years and will welcome
some coverage of the
harbour area. The system
is highly sophisticated and
will provide twenty four
hour cover, although with
only myself and John
manning the office it will
not be constantly viewed
although we can
interrogate the night
recordings with the ability
to zoom and computer
enhance any images. More
later as and when the

scheme is up and running.
A third improvement will
be the replacement of
chains on the west bank
moorings between the
Point and the Wharf.
Although this area has not
been much used in recent
years we feel with security
coverage coupled with a
very competitive pricing
structure these moorings
may again become
favourable.

Shipping has been a little
slow over the last three
months with the change of
contracts taking effect.
Existing stocks have to be
run down to make space
for new materials that will
originate in Calais. I had
the opportunity to visit the
quarry and was surprised to
learn that there are 62
different products that can
be obtained from this
limestone quarry ranging
from very large rock
armour for sea defence to
tombstones. We look
forward to the eventual
commencement of
shipping, probably using
the well known “Lapthorn”
ships (all names prefixed
with the word “HOQO”) 1

have observed flood
defence teams inspecting
the collapsing eastern wall
works just seaward of the
harbour office. We might
see some progress in
repairing, if not replacing,
this system of matting that
never did stand up to the
fast flowing river and the
passing of ships and leisure
craft. This will greatly
improve the aesthetics of
the outer channel approach
to the village and harbour
area.
All these anticipated
repairs and maintenance
will have nothing at all to
do with the fact that we are
expecting a visit from the
chairman of the
Environment Agency, John
Harman, in April.
