was saddened to
learn of the death of
the motor cyclist who
collided with a load-
ed grain lorry waiting out-
side the Rye Wharf. This
tragic accident
resulted in the road being
closed for some hours
whilst the police accident
investigation unit carried
out their inquiries. In the
mean time many vehicles
were denied access to the
village including other
loaded grain lorries
delivering cargoes to the
vessel "Torrent". Asa
result the ship was delayed
12 hours. Delays at Rye
wharf are not common and
this fact has justly earned
the whartf the reputation as
a prompt loading and un-
loading facility.
The harbour launch
"Rother 111", constructed in
1979, has just under gone
its fourth survey. The
Maritime Coastguard
Agency surveyor checked
all safety gear and
operating systems before
granting the vessel a
certificate so that it might
be used as a working boat
together with acting as
"Back-up" pilot vessel. All
20 life jackets have to be
serviced and certificated at
the suppliers,
Southampton, before they

can be used. A far cry
from the late 70's when I
was first granted a First
Class pilots licence by the
Trinity House for piloting
ships into and out of Rye.
In those days we often
wore open necked , short
sleeved shirts, shorts and
"Flip Flops", not a hint of
any safety equipment. We
were taken to our ships by
the old "Rother IT", a 22 ft
clinker built boat (Derrick
Phillips) with a hand start,
three cylinder, air cooled
engine, a steering wheel,
compass and not much
else. We felt very safe in
the fact that the boat crew
were experienced Ryers
who knew all the "Nooks
and crannies” of the
harbour and would never
drown us. Now we are
over burdened with "Self

Inflating" life jackets/coats,

"E-PIRBS's" and goodness
knows what else. A full
check list is completed
before we even think about
boarding the pilot cutter. I
don't feel any safer.

New rope has been ordered
for the harbour use, Idon't

know where it all goes but
every two years or so we
order many hundreds of
metres of varying sizes of
rope (or "Cordage" to be
more precise!). We use it
towing, tying up boats that
have come loose and
general duties around the
harbour. Old rope (or
"Whammy") also has a use
for tying up rubbish and
given to other boat owners
for small tasks on board.
You probably have noticed
increased activity at the
harbour mouth, work
continues at a pace with
some 28 lorry loads of
concrete arriving on one
day last week, even nights
are not spared with high
intensity flood lighting
permitting night shifts.
These are switched off
when commercial shipping
is moving, as the approach
to the channel is
completely blinded by
these lights.

The Harbour of Rye
Advisory Committee have
met; and your local
representative, Richard
Tollett, has full details of
discussion, one of the
more interesting topics
under consideration is low
water pressure dredging of
the Strand Quay. The
Dutch dredging company

"Van Qord", gave a
presentation of this
imaginative method of
suspending mud, so it
could be taken out to sea
on subsequent tides, the
mud never actually leaving
the surface of the water.
The harbour authority is to
seriously consider this
method of dredging that
does not yet require formal
licensing.

Work has finally
commenced on the Fish
Market improvement
scheme together with
raising the flood defences
around Rye and Rye
Harbour. A number of
boats are having to be

moved to the Strand Quay
so you will see many more

months. This two year
project will, inevitably,
cause disruption but the
co-operation of owners
will ensure a rapid return
to normality after the work
has been done.

Whilst we are at the fish
market I hear that the
"Sapphire" broke down at
sea and had to be towed
into port. The vessel is
presently on the Strand
Quay slipway where the
gear box is being repaired.
Now for some breaking
news, Harbour dues are to
rise by 5.5% next year.
