FROM THE HARBOUR MASTERS CHAIR

y now most of

you will be

aware that John,

the DHM, is
leaving us for further
employment as Personnel
Manager with the shipping
company “Crescent”. He
sailed his vessel “Crimple”
for several years before
graduating to the larger
craft “Curlew” frequently
seen sailing on his days
off, occasionally with
members of his family.
We wish John well for his
new “adventure” and begin
to prepare for the
appointment of his
successor. Fencing has
been erected from the
Harbour Office to the sea
in preparation for works
that will see major repairs
to the eastern training wall.
Site offices have arrived
and we now await the
delivery of steel piling and
some 3,000 tons of stone
that will be necessary for
the filling of the wire
baskets (Gabions). A new
waste oil tank has now
been installed at the
boatyard of Derek Phillips.
This facility is for the use
of boat owners who need
to dispose of their boat
engine’s waste oil. Those
boat owners who live in
the village are encouraged
to use this facility that is
free and will contribute to
a cleaner and better

environment. A third
CCTV camera has been

installed at the harbour
office, initially to cover the
site works of the eastern
training wall. Once this is
complete the camera will
be pointed seaward down
the river assisting in
directing incoming traffic.
The cameras have helped
in preventing theft and
vandalism when three
youths were spotted
entering craft on the
western bank mud
moorings. Owners were
informed and those close
by attended in very short
order. By now the
navigational aids of the
rivers will have been
inspected by Trinity
House, the General
Lighthouse Authority.
Some three failed solar
lights have been replaced
out of a total of a total of
27. There is a total of 55
navigational aids in the
river that need constant
attention in order to
provide a safe navigation
for all the thousands of
river transits that take place
every year. Sampling of
the river waters takes place

four times a year. Some
11 points are sampled
with results constantly
revealing good, clean,
“Class A” waters (water
that will permit the
movement of migratory
fish) in the harbour. A
new fog horn has been
installed to replace the one
that has provided good
service for the last 15
years. I am sure that you
will soon be aware of its
arrival as we approach the
“Foggy” season! Many of
the boatyards are preparing
to put their “Winter” boats
back into the harbour after
being cleaned and
maintained throughout the
winter months. Owners of
the yards generally hire a
crane to carry out this
activity jointly so as to
spread the hire coats. It
always a sign that summer
is on the way when we
observe large numbers of
leisure craft going to sea
soon after re-launching to
“Test” equipment and
engines. A further sign is
when you see us at the
harbour office in the mud
cleaning the bottoms of the
harbour craft. We gain an
additional 3 knots of speed
when the hulls are clean
and applied with a coating
of “anti fouling” materials.
