More Good News

One person was arrested for selling fake DVDs and two others arrested for selling imitation
purses and handbags at a bootfair yesterday following a joint operation by Rye Police and
Trading Standards. In total 140 DVDs, 6 fake Rolex watches, 67 fake Gucci and Louis
