The scheme involves the completion of a form with information that the emergency services
needs, putting the form in a bottle and then putting the bottle into the fridge and placing a green
sticker on the fridge door and another sticker inside the front door to alert the emergency services
if called.

Rye & District Lions Club, in association with Boots in Rye, have placed a stock of
these bottles in Boots, 18 High Street, Rye, for people living in Rye and nearby
villages. Vulnerable people, or people living on their own, or their carers are invited
to collect the free bottles from Boots in Rye.
