Pett Parish Council Update

The council held its annual meeting in May. At this meeting | was re-elected as chair and Alan
Crouch as vice-chair. The appointment of the flooding and tree wardens was also confirmed and
responsibilities for aspects such as highways, footpaths, the playground and the Pett Level
toilets allocated to different councillors. It was also agreed who should represent the council at
the Rother Association of Local Councils (RALC) and the East Sussex Association of Local
Councils (ESALC). | should also note that these organisations will have to change once the local
government reorganization in Sussex is complete; however, the government still has not
decided how East Sussex should be divided up - they probably have other things to think about
at present!

The annual meeting reviewed the report on governance and accountability from the
internal auditor, which stated that ‘the processes . . . are in many respects a model of good
practice’. It is only about one percent of councils that receive such an excellent report and that
Pett has received such praise is almost entirely due to the efficiency and dedication of our
clerk, Mary Philo, whom we are very lucky to have.

The meeting confirmed a number of policies, all of which can be seen on Pettnet
(https://www.pettnet.org.uk/parish-council/policies), and agreed a schedule of delegation to
the clerk, which will only apply if circumstances, such the Covid lockdown, occur again. In
addition, as the council now has two employees, it was decided to set up an HR committee,
which will be responsible for all employment matters, including appraisal. In this context, we
are pleased that the arrangement with the new cleaner at the toilets, Shirley Ridenood, is
working out very well.

As far as consulting the community is concerned, a draft survey form is in preparation
and it is hoped that it will be possible to make this public at the annual parish meeting, which,
as | said last month, will take place on Tuesday 16 June at the village hall. This meeting
provides me with an opportunity to review the year, but, more importantly, it gives you a
chance to raise any issues to do with the parish. | have asked organisations in the village if they
would like to report on their activities and, as in previous years, we will have a speaker to start
the meeting. This year it will be someone from the Pett Level Independent Rescue Boat. Then,
after the various presentations, if you have issues that affect the community and which you
would like discussed, you will have an opportunity to raise them. So, please put the date in your
diary. The meeting will start at 7.30 pm, but there will be wine available from 7.00 pm.

Once the results of the survey have all been received, the council will work on its
business plan, which it is intended will set out what the council plans to do over the next few
years. Some may remember that a similar plan was produced about fifteen years ago. It will be
interesting to see how things have changed in the period since then.

As announced in a previous issue, in a couple of months Donna Gilbert and Louisa
Tasker will be giving up the editorship of Pett and Pett Level News and | am pleased to
announce that John Case will be taking over. | have thanked Donna and Louisa in a previous
report, but | want to do so again. They have put their stamp on the magazine and maintained a
very high standard, so that Pett and Pett Level News is the envy of people in other parishes.
John will have a lot to live up to! Thanks to him for putting himself forward.

This is probably a good time to thank others involved with the magazine. Jane Sweaney
has taken over as treasurer, Brenda Kirkham deals with subscriptions from people outside the
village and Sarah Adams continues to organise distribution, which is done through a network of
deliverers. Someone | spoke to recently found it hard to believe that a copy goes to every house
in the parish - on time! That this is the case we owe our thanks to all involved.

Finally, | have to report the death of Brian Mockett, who was involved in the early days
of the Beach Club and the Rescue Boat at Pett Level. Our commiserations go to his family.

Hello all! You can see from the photo below that progress continues at speed on the boat house
build, with the roof complete and the cladding going on. Everything is on schedule for the June
completion, just in time for the summer.

Again, May has been a busy month. At 6:30pm one Tuesday evening in early May we were tasked
to look for a lady deemed at risk. The search also involved the Coast Guard and Coast Guard
helicopter but was called off at 0:30 hours after 6 hours of searching with no result. Very sadly,
the boat was then re-tasked at 9:am the following morning to recover her body.

On the following Sunday morning whilst training, the lady’s partner came to the boat house to
shake our hands and thank us for bringing the family some sort of closure. By the time he had
finished talking with us, the whole room was in tears, not just for the sadness we felt at the
tragic outcome but also for the respect and love he had shown throughout the whole traumatic
experience. Our sincere love and condolences go out to him and his family at this sad time.

The following Sunday we badly damaged the engine gearbox whilst training, meaning we had to
come off service. By Monday evening, we had removed the damaged parts , sourced a
replacement and driven to
Chichester to collect it; installed
it and were back on service with
the coastguard by early Monday
evening. A job well done and a
big thank you to Antony and
Shaun, for making it happen, well
done guys.

We recently held an open morning
to attract more crew. Whilst this
was a success, we are in real need
of people to help with fund
raising. So, anyone who does not
want to get their feet wet but
would like to help, please come
down to the boat house any
Sunday morning and ask for Jo,
she will be only too pleased to
explain more.

That’s about it for this month;
remember, if you see anything
you are not sure of on the beach
or at sea, call 999 and ask for the
coastguard.
